”SURVIVAL KIT” is singer-songwriter Siri Gjære´s second solo-album, released on the Norwegian independent music label, Bergland Records, september 2006. Her first record ,”Love Seriously Damages Health”, was released in 2001 and gained top marks from the press.  

The songs on ”SURVIVAL KIT” are all about surviving different kinds of either rough, or good, times or a troubled, or reliefed, state of mind. Listening to the songs can be a way of surviving, some of the songs offer tips on how to survive, some of the songs are about having survived and one is about taking good advice on how to survive. Siri believes that some albums can make troubled times endurable and hopes that ”SURVIVAL KIT” can have that effect on any listener, whether the times are troubled or not!

Producer/guitar and bass player/record company owner Gunnar Andreas Berg puts his sonic imprint all over this record, in the way he wraps electric and acoustic instruments around Siri Gjæres voice, that is both timid, warm and sometimes on the verge of whispering, along with a certain nerve and firmness. He joins Siri along with other top-notch Norwegian musicians, (which is in it self  a ”SURVIVAL KIT”!) Tor Haugerud on drums, Maria Kannegaard on Fender Rhodes, Jarle Bernhoft on vocals, guitar and mandolin, Thomas Dahl on guitar, Ola Kvernberg on fiddle and Kirsti Huke, vocals, have all contributed with their unique sound and talent to make this album a real ”SURVIVAL KIT”.
